Flight Lieutenant Kirsty Burnham who supervised the expedition said “I am extremely 
proud of the cadet’s achievements.  They are a young group aged between 16 and 18 but 
put a lot of time and effort into preparing well for the expedition which paid dividends.  
There were a few scary moments for me when they were behind time and I couldn’t see 
them, but I had confidence in their navigation ability and they turned up eventually.” 
 
Having completed the expedition, Instructor Cadet Flight Sergeant Toni Arnold is to be 
congratulated as she has completed all sections of the Gold award.  When relevant 
paperwork has been completed she will be presented with her Gold badge and should 
receive an invitation to St James’ Palace to receive her certificate.
