Despite the searing temperatures all weekend the Air Cadet Teams marched round the Station with Flags
and Banners flying and in high spirits as the 28 teams vied for points in various exercises including, First Aid,
Aircraft Recognition, Aero-Modelling, Code breaking exercises, Field exercises and Drrill.

The trophy presentations were given out on the Sunday morning and later on in the field during the afternoon.
