BTEC AWARDS FOR BASSINGBOURN CADETS
Air Cadets from 2484 (Bassingbourn) Squadron are having continued success with another group of cadets receiving their BTEC Level 2 First Diploma in Public Services.  This brings the Squadron’s tally for this year so far to sixteen cadets who have achieved the award.  
The BTEC Level 2 in Public Services, equivalent to four GCSEs at A*-C, has been designed to improve valuable life skills. Cadets learn professional CV preparation, interviewing techniques, communication, first aid, adventure training, health and nutrition.  In addition to existing cadet activities, cadets are required to complete the course syllabus which includes supervised adventure training activities and occasional weekend training. All coursework is assessed by Edexcel.  The bonus is it's free to cadets if they are aged between 16 and 19 years old!

The award is facilitated by CVQO (The Cadet Vocational Qualification Organisation) which is an educational charity established in 2001 to provide an opportunity for members of the cadet organisations (cadets and adult instructors) to gain internationally recognised vocational qualifications.  For cadets, Level 2 qualifications include: BTEC First Diplomas from Edexcel in Public Services, Engineering or Music, or a Certificate from ILM.  For adults there is a range of recognition awards from Level 2 through to Level 7 (Membership of City & Guilds Institute).
Squadron BTEC Officer, Sgt Gemma Cox (ATC) said "The cadets have worked hard to achieve his qualification, which will benefit them in the future by demonstrating to employers and educators the wide range of skills that young people learn in the Air Training Corps".
