
Position of ATC Badges on the Brassard

IDENTIFICATION BADGE
to be worn centrally 6mm
(1/4") from the top edge
of the armlet.

DISTINGUISHING BADGE
to be worn in a central
positon immediately below
the identification badge.

BANDSMAN'S BADGE
(Drum, crossed trumpets, 
pipes or lyre) to be worn in 
a central position with the 
bottom edge of the badge 
75mm (3") fromthe lower 
edge of the armlet.
(Badge c. See note 4)

MARKSMAN'S BADGE
ATC marksman badges to be 
fixed on the right hand side of 
the armlet 6mm (1/4") above 
the lower edge with a space of 
12mm (1/2") from the cadet 
hundred badge only.

1st AID BADGE
used when others not awarded.

MILLENIUM VOLUNTEER BADGE
The MV badge is to be worn
6mm from the lower edge 
and 6mm in from the left 
hand edge.
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NIJMEGEN BADGE
to be worn in a central position 
directly below the leadership 
badge or the classification 
badge where the leadership 
badge has not been awarded.

LEADERSHIP COURSE BADGE
to be worn in a central position 
directly below the classification 
badge.

FIRST CLASS LEADING or
SENIOR CADET BADGES
to be worn in a central position 
immediately below the
distinguishing badge.
